Armed with the information gatheredidg
our interviews, we put together a staging plan that
coincides with the actual construction of the pipelto
enable the local communities to participate asngast in
the delivery, installation, training and implemdrda of
those projects most beneficial to each
community as seen by both Phenix
Foundation and the communities themselves.

Criteria used to make the decisions about
which services and products are made
available to each community include the
current state of said services as measured
against the same services in the other
communities. Health and well being has
priority over less urgent issues and what any
one community receives is based on an analysis to
determine where the money is best spent to enhiwate
community’s particular situation.

- employment continues until the
& construction is complete and the
\| pipeline is commissioned.
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Foreign employment brings spending from
temporary and permanent employees into the local
economy that provides both short and long term
increases in local spending.

Long term employment offers jobs that last for
years if not decades as the pipeline is operated fo
the next 40 years. These positions have higher
wages and greater benefits based on the skills
needed to perform the work. Again, this delivers
wages directly into the local communities and
provides an ongoing source of increased consumer
spending that builds a stronger local economy.

Training:

Training of local residents to take positions dgrin
the construction phase generates new revenue for
the local communities as these people take their
place in the company and other businesses that
grow or are created to fulfill the needs of the
pipeline project before, during, and after the
construction phase of the pipeline project.

Training of local residents to take positions dgrin
the operational phase of the pipeline project [&ing
in significant long term wage income to the local
communities for decades.

Training of heavy equipment operators creates a
new class of workers that can deliver their slalls
around the world bringing prestige and financial
benefits to Nicaragua as well as their home vikage
and communities. This local workforce is able to
take the learned skills from the pipeline projeat o
into the world on other projects such as the
expansion of the Panama Canal. As future
infrastructure projects are created locally, thera
built in workforce eliminating the need to import
workers and send the income away from the
communities.
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Retail Sales:

Local residents bring additional wages to the
communities and their purchases have a salutary
effect as the local businesses spend their money in
wider and wider circles.

Foreign workers also spend money at the local level
and the same ripple effect takes place in the local
communities.

Phenix Energy Group purchases local food,
services and products.

Indirect Benefits:

Indirect benefits occur when new money and tourssm
attracted to the area. This is found money. thésresult

of tourism from the foreign workers, from the \isg
dignitaries, from potential clients of the pipelipeoject
and from sellers of product that the pipeline moves
Friends, family and strangers visit the country,amdre
importantly, the communities local to the pipeliag the
word gets out about the unique and beautiful steirg
opportunities available in Nicaragua.

Retail Sales:

Restaurants become more focused on visitors and
the range of food offerings increases as well as th
average meal ticket along with the additional
purchases the restaurant owners need to make to
fulfill the new demand for their food.

Clothing vendors see an increase in sales of both
boutique style products and daily work wear.
Grocers find greater sales due to the increased foo
traffic in their community.

Medical and Dental providers find increased
demand for their services as tourist traffic inse=sa

as well as demand from pipeline workers.

Hoteliers and bed and breakfast proprietors find a
significant increase in demand for their rooms and
associated offerings both during construction and
following with the operational phase of the project

)
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Recreational Sales:

As foreign workers have time on their hands, they
take advantage of tourism opportunities and their
referrals build an ongoing stream of other foreign
tourists.

Visitors bring additional business to hotels,
restaurants, camping, canoeing, hiking, and other
providers of services and products.

Photographic and communication equipment repair
and replacement sees a rise in demand as
recreational sales rise.

Real Estate Sales and Rentals:

New long term foreign workers look for homes to
purchase for their time in country.

Some short term foreign workers look for rental
properties for their stay in country.

Some locals find themselves able to purchase or
rent homes or apartments that were not available to
them before.

New businesses sprout up requiring purchase or
rental of property for their business premises.

Automobile rentals and sales:

Foreign employees and local long term employees
either purchase or rent automobiles on a regular
basis.

Visitors to the pipeline rent automobiles for
sightseeing.

Tourists also rent automobiles.

Future support services for the pipeline company:

- Over time, Phenix Energy Group purchases
services from the local businesses offering prauct
and services needed for support of the pipeline.
Smart local business people promote their services
to Phenix Energy Group.

Phenix Energy Group solicits local businesses to
make their services available.
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Ripple effects from technology availability:

Technology introductions into the local
communities create new jobs which help grow the
local economy.

The application of the new technology creates
additional services available to and in demand by
both the local consumers and Phenix Energy
Group.

With a cooperative effort on the part of Phenix
Energy Group, Phenix Foundation and the local
government and business leaders, centers of
technology bring students and interested businesses
and industry into the area spawning an entire
technology industry.

Ripple effects from medical services:

As medical services increase in capability and
sophistication, revenue from all medical services
increases.

More and higher quality medical services become
available.

Local offices and clinics increase in number and
qguality brings more people from outlying
communities for the better and faster service.

Ripple effects from hospitality services:

With the advent of foreign workers, visitors to the
pipeline and tourists, the quality of the local
hospitality industry increases and newer and bigger
hotels and motels are built to accommodate the
influx of visitors.

Services that are natural add-ons to the hospitalit
industry appear providing more reasons for the
tourists to spend more time in the local
communities.

As the quality of the industry increases, referrals
generate more business and the system becomes
self-sustaining.
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Changes in expectations:

Any change in apparent prosperity is accompanied
by an increase in the belief that each business, un
of government and each individual can prosper
from the offshoots of the pipeline project.

Eventually all aspects of society are affected
positively by the new prosperity which creates a
feeling of euphoria which sustains the growth the
region has begun to experience.

Health:

Health is a broad label and encompasses a wide rahg
opportunities for the Phenix Foundation to assistal
residents and their communities. General
practitioners and diagnosticians are the
foundation of any modern medical
community. Their practices are designed to
provide the first line of defense to the
citizenry and perform the triage necessary to
enable the right medical issue to be seen by
the right specialist. Specialists including:
surgeons, opthomalogists, gynecologists,
obstetricians, cardiologists, oncologists,
dentists, chiropractors, nutritionists,
physiologists, neurologists and a myriad of other
specialists comprise a fully and properly functrani
medical community.
